Re: VISIT TO POLAND 2023

We are proposing to organise a visit to Krakow in Southern Poland from Friday 20th January to Monday 23rd January. The trip is intended primarily for those students currently in Year 9. Numbers will be limited to approximately 40 places on this visit. The trip will be led by Ms Wild and accompanied by other members of staff from the REP and History departments. 

The trip to Poland will be of particular interest to those students considering courses of study in History or Religious Studies. The visit will enable the students to develop a good understanding of the history of the Jews in Eastern Europe and the impact of the Nazi genocide. The key feature of our visit will be a tour of Auschwitz/Birkenau which has become a hugely powerful symbol of the holocaust.

Krakow is a beautiful city which has a great deal to offer as a destination for a student visit. A visit to Auschwitz is a powerfully impacting experience which will stay as a memory for life.  Additionally, students, will have the opportunity to visit the Old Town Square and the Wawel, the famous castle and cathedral. We will visit a number of sites which are significant in relation to the history of the Jewish community and we will have the opportunity to meet with a survivor of the Nazi genocide in Poland. We will also have a guided tour of the Schindler Museum in Krakow. A visit to the well-known salt mines will round off our visit. 

The total cost of the trip will be £693. This covers all transport, transfers, accommodation, breakfast and evening meals, and entrance charges. This is a provisional price, as this is based on the current flight costs, which we have been advised could increase by £30-£50 by the deposit deadline date of 24th June. Please bear this in mind when committing to the trip. 

If you would like your child to be considered for a place on the above trip, please complete the information page on ParentPay, with a deposit of £125, by Friday 24th June. Payment of a deposit is understood as an expression of interest, and does not guarantee a place on this trip. If a place is not offered, then the full deposit will be refunded. If a place is offered, you will receive further information shortly after the deadline, within the following week. Once your place has been confirmed, any payments including the initial deposit are non-refundable.
